Comments from Citizens:
· There was a report of drinking at Dorsey Park during the adult league softball games.  Howie will address the issue when the league sets up for next year.

Approval of Minutes:
· Pat moved to approve the July minutes as printed.  With a second from Joe minutes were approved.

Director’s Report:
· Howie would like to propose that the Community Center reduce their weekend hours for next summer.  This summer weekends averaged 5 people.
· Youth Camp June 20-August 5.  Averaged 35 campers in the first two weeks then numbers dropped.  Survey was given to parents and campers with the results being: need a different location and mix up the staff.  Older kids did not like being in the art from for 3 hours a day.  Venissa is looking at changing the staff for next year along with possibly running the camp out of Plymouth Park.  Campers would meet at the Community Center then be bussed to Plymouth Park for the day with a return bus to the Center.
· Summer Concert Series ran every Sunday.  Springfield Community Band brought in the biggest crowd.
· Baseball Camp ran for a week in July with 14 kids participating.
· Tennis courts had a complete makeover with an estimated 250 feet of cracks repaired.
· Babe Ruth baseball started with 22 boys which went down to a solid 12 players each game.  Everyone got two at bats in each game.  It was a mix of kids from the surrounding area.

Old Business:
· West Hill – the geese are still there.  Lots of people are fishing with success.  Howie has received phone calls regarding swimming.   He said no due to the uneven ledge in the water.  It could go from 2’ to 6’ in one step.  Howie is waiting to hear from the State about dropping the water to do some work.  Discussed the possibility of an indoor pool at the basketball courts at West Hill.  We will explore this issue to see if there is public interest in an indoor pool.
· Sue is still working on a dog park.  Cavendish is on board but the biggest issue will be fencing.  Sue suggested grants from the American Kennel Club and the Okemo Community Challenge.

New Business:
· Work continues at Dorsey Park.  Fixed the bleachers probably for the last time.  Bleachers will need to be addressed next year.  Looking into replacing with aluminum not wood with smaller rows.  The team area has been pulled out and concrete lean-tos have been added for the soccer teams.  Lean-tos will also be added to the Softball field at a later date.  
· Howie is looking into having a Legion baseball team for next year.  Players can be on the team until they are 19 years old.  This will service children from Ludlow, Londonderry, Cavendish, Mt Holly, and N. Springfield.  If Chester merges with us we can also pull kids from Springfield.
