Call to Order:

Chairman Robert Gilmore called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

Approve Minutes:

a. Motion by David Rose and seconded by Jim Fuller to approve the minutes as presented from April 5, 2011.  All in favor and the motion passed.

Comments from Citizens:

a. Mary Jane O’Hara said she had some unanswered questions from a previous meeting.
b. Robert Gilmore said she was referring to the Timber Creek project.  He said when Timber Creek first appeared before the Board of Trustees and presented their broad plan this Board gave no guarantees, but said they would work with them as long as they met our standards.

c. Jim Fuller said Frank Heald had confirmed the capacity was there.

d. Mary Jane O’Hara said she had questions that came up from a DRB meeting.  She was concerned about the cost of the line.
e. Frank Heald said the Village will not be constructing any new sewer lines for this project.

f. Mary Jane O’Hara asked if it would cost the taxpayers once it went onto public land.  She said she was concerned about an increase in sewer fees.

g. Frank Heald said there would not be any new construction or cost on the part of the Village for this project.  
Coin Drop Request:

a. Robert Gilmore said they received a Coin Drop request from the Sons of the American Legion for Sunday, June 5, 2011 from 9:00 am until 2:00 pm.
b. Jim Fuller asked if they normally have coin drops on Sunday.

c. Frank Heald questioned if it would affect the traffic for the service at the Baptist Church.  He said if the coin drop was below the park and closer to Commonwealth Avenue it could work.

d. Motion by Jim Fuller and seconded by David Rose to approve the Sons of the American Legion Coin Drop request.  All in favor and the motion passed.  
e. Frank Heald said he would contact the American Legion and let them know they will need to move below the park.
Water Project Update:

a. Frank Heald reported that the contractor is here performing punch-list items including paving, pavers, and clean-up and is due to finish on or before May 27th.
b. Robert Gilmore said the sidewalks are moving along well.

c. Frank Heald said the bollards on the bridge will be painted black with reflective tape around it.
d. Frank Heald said the Dorsey Park Bridge will be replaced in June.  He expected it would take 22 days from start to finish and a pedestrian bridge would be put in place during the construction.

e. Robert Gilmore asked if a pedestrian lane is planned at the new bridge.

f. Frank Heald said the bridge would not support it because they are utilizing the existing abutments.  He said they talked about a pedestrian lane, but did not have and additional $108,000 in the budget.

Other Business:
a. Robert Gilmore said this winter the sidewalk plow lost a vital part in front of his house which caused damage to the sidewalk.  He said that portion needs to be replaced and thought with the contractors working so close they could fix it.
b. Frank Heald said he and Ron Tarbell will look into the sidewalk.

c. Frank Heald said he received an email from the Costa Estate regarding a possible increase in the Municipal Parking Lot lease.  Frank said he emailed back to let them know they did not have money in the budget for an increase.  Frank said the lease ends in June.
